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	New Vocabulary:

calix, calicis, M., ‘cup’, especially for wine, related to “chalice”.

húmánus, húmána, húmánum, ‘human; humane, kind, generous’.

nullus, nulla, nullum, ‘none, no one’.  This could be dative sing​u​lar (any gender) or nominative plural masculine.  Which is it here?  How can you tell?

propínó, propínáre, propínáví, propínátum, ‘toast’.  At ancient parties, the person giving a toast would take a sip from his own cup and then pass it to the person he was toasting, who would drain it.

quod is not the conjunction ‘because’ but the neuter rela​tive pronoun.  Here it is short for id quod and means ‘the fact that’.

Questions:

1. Are húmáné, superbé, and Horme vocative nouns or ad​verbs?  There may be some of each.  How do you tell?

2. Being toasted is normally an honor.  Why would people not wanted to be toasted by Hormus?  You will have to guess, and there is more than one possibility.

3. Is the word order significant?
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
